Who’s the service for?

The service is a housing related support service with two fundamental roles

· Homelessness prevention – enabling clients to maintain their current accommodation. Enabling them to repair relationships, to manage their occupation / tenancy effectively and maintain independence.

· Resettlement – ensuring clients identify and secure suitable accommodation and that they have the necessary assistance settle into the property, community and fulfill their obligations as a tenant / occupier. To enable clients to develop the skills to so that once they have settled they will be able to maintain that independence.

The Young Persons Service will provide support regardless of family composition e.g. single people, couples, households with or without children. We will also provide support regardless of whether you are living at home, living with a friend, a council tenant, private tenant, housing association tenant, licensee or homeowner.

You can be helped by the Young Persons Service if you:

· Are aged between 16 and 25 years old.

· Have a need for support to prevent homelessness

· Have a need for support to enable resettlement after a period of homelessness or very unsettled housing 

· Require support to live independently 

· Have a commitment to working with us and engaging with support 

We cannot offer

· Care services – such as bathing or giving you your medication 

· Cleaning of your room 

· Doing your laundry

· Repair services

Information on the form

Client details: basic information regarding the clients and anyone else in the house hold (partner/children) if you know the names of children and partners great if not that’s find just let us know they exist.

Referral Agency details: your details so we can get back to you. If you work job share / part time let us know. Also does the client know you are making the referral and are they happy about it?
Why Support is needed: Main thing why does the client want / need our help. We are a holistic housing related support service so if there is a main issues and also some other issues let us know.

Risk to the client: It is our job to manage any risks involved in working with a client, to do this we need information from other agencies. We need the information from you and also to know which other agencies you know are working with a client. These risks could be the risk the client presents to themselves, others, to workers and the risks other present to the client.

Any questions on the form or about the process please give us a call, and don’t worry if you do not have the full information we will follow it up. Also if you have to use additional sheets that’s fine the more information the better.  
What will happen next?

Once your referral form has been received we will contact you within 5 working days. At that point we will discuss the referral with you and advise you if your client is eligible for our service. If our service is not appropriate for your client we will advise on alternative services. If our service is appropriate we will advise you how long we anticipate before your client can access our service.
